1. Call to Order

The meeting was started by Bob Johnson turning over the 11a Chair to Walt Frank for the coming year.

2. Preliminary Evaluation of the 2006 Symposium, with Ideas for 2007


Walt Frank led a brief directed discussion of an initial assessment of the 2006 Loss Prevention Symposium, held in conjunction with the second Global Congress on Process Safety.  The feedback and ideas from the 11a Committee members present included:

· Several Committee members expressed the overall opinion that the Symposium went very well, had papers of high importance, and were well-presented.  Difficulty in understanding a couple of the foreign speakers was expressed.
· LPS attendance was good, with the following attendance counts:

· Session 1 (Loss Prevention Past, Present and Future; joint with PPSS): 155
· Session 2 (Mechanical Integrity): 65 to 85
· Session 3 (Fire, Explosion and Reactive Hazards): 85 to 100; ~50 for last added paper
· Session 4 (Hazard Aspects of Combustion Equipment): 60 to 72
· Session 5 (Hazards & Risks Associated with Alternate Energy Systems): 54 to 73 

· Session 6 (Case Histories & Lessons Learned; joint with PPSS): full room / standing room only; 180 to 220
· PPSS was in a smaller room that was overcrowded for some sessions. Room sizes must be set up for next year’s Global Congress such that all three Symposia (LPS, PPSS, CCPS) have equal size rooms [and each room of sufficient capacity for half to two-thirds of the expected Global Congress attendance].  Having a larger room for joint sessions or having the ability to remove dividing walls will also be necessary. 
· Opinions were expressed by a couple of members that this year’s venue should not be selected for future Symposia, due to it not being a real conference center.  (Others expressed positive opinions, including good attendance for the overall Spring Meeting.)

· One session in particular had difficulties with computers not working with the LCD projector.  It was emphasized that we must insist on the rooms being set up by the hotel at least an hour before the start of each session, and that the session chairs and speakers run through their presentations (including any embedded videos) before their sessions with enough time to correct any problems before the session begins.
· The poster session associated with this year’s symposium was not well-placed.  Rather than not have a poster session, the consensus was that a poster session can be beneficial in having a place for overflow papers that would be included in the published proceedings.  Next year’s poster session should be situated and timed such that conference attendees would see the papers and have opportunity to interact with the authors of the papers.
The Committee was polled as to whether the Committee desired to participate in the Global Congress on Process Safety again next year.  The consensus was to join with CCPS (and PPSS) again next year, and that it appeared to be already decided that this would be the case.
3. Membership




Sam Mannan introduced Nir Keren of Iowa State University, and commended him to the 11a Committee as a nominee for Committee membership.  Dr. Keren will send his biographical information to Bob Johnson, for distribution to the 11a membership.
4. Path Forward




Upcoming 11a actions leading up to next year’s Symposium were discussed.

· Session chairs and vice-chairs were encouraged to start working right away on developing their sessions and contacting potential authors.
· Session chairs were also admonished to maintain close communications with their authors, to encourage their authors to verify with the session chair all communications from AIChE, and that the session chairs are responsible for proper disposition of all abstracts submitted to their sessions.

· Chris Hanauska will coordinate abstract due dates with PPSS and CCPS.
