American Leistritz Extruder Corporation Model ZSE 27
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The extruder is an American Leistritz Extruder Corporation Model ZSE 27. This extruder has a 27mm co-rotating intermeshing twin screw with 10 zones, a length/diameter ratio of 40, and two side stuffers. Four Schenck AccuRate gravimetric feeders are used to accurately control the amount of each material added to the extruder.  
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Gravimetric Feeder

After passing through the extruder, the polymer strands (3 mm in diameter) enter a water bath and then a pelletizer that produced nominally 3 mm long pellets.  After compounding, the pelletized composite resin is dried and then stored in moisture barrier bags prior to injection molding.
